Effective at midnight February 15, 1964, a new CENTREX Telephone system will
be put into operation at the Manned Spacecraft Center, Clear Lake Site and
Ellington AFB. An outstanding feature of this system is that it introduces
direct inward dialing service. Achieving optimum usage of this system de-
pends on the caller knowing and using the extension number of the person
being called. To achieve the desired maximum usage of this system MSC per-
sonnel are advised to furnish persons frequently called with their Direct
In=-dial number. Clear Lake Site extension numbers will contain five digits.
Ellington extension numbers will be four digit. The attached alphabetical
directory, prepared by the Office Services Division, will be up~dated and
distributed periodically during the move period.

DIALING INSTRUCTIGONS

1. JINTERIM FACILITIES

There is no change in dialing procedure between buildings in the in-
terim facilities. To reach an extension in the interim facilities from
Clear Lake or Ellington - dial ""9" - wait for the dial tone, then dial
WA B-2811 and ask for the desired extension.

2. CLEAR LAKE SITE

a, To dial from one extension to another at Clear Lake Site =
Dial the five digit extension number.

b. To dial from Clear Lake Site to MSC at Ellington AFB -
Dial the four digit extension number,

c. Direct In-dial number to Clear Lake Site =~
HU + the five digit extension number,

3. ELLINGTON AFB

a. To dial from one extension to another =
Dial the four digit extension number.

b. To dial! from MSC, Ellington AFB to Clear Lake Site -
Dial the five digit extension number.

c. Direct In-dial number to Ellington -
HU 3 + the four digit extension number.

LONG DISTANCE CALLS

All Long Distance Calls are to be placed with the MSC operator. Dial
"0'"" to reach the operator.

IN-COLLECT LONG DISTANCE CALLS - DIALED DIRECT

{f you receive an In=collect Direct Dial Long Distance Call - ask the
operator to wait one moment while you flash the MSC operator. The MSC
operator will record the call, then you can begin your conversation.

TRANSFERRING CALLS

Direct In-dial calls can be transferred to another extension by depress-
ing the button in the telephone receiver cradle ONE TiME. The MSC
operator will transfer the call. Direct out-dial or inter-office calls
cannot be transferred. |In this instance it will be necessary to hang

up and re-dial the desired extension or number.

CONFERENCE CALLS

Conference calls on incoming and outgoing calls will be established by
the MSC operator.

a. Direct In-dial calls - flash the operator and tell her the extension
numbers of other people you want on the line.

b. Out-going or Inter-office calls - Dial the operator and tell her the
extension and/or telephone numbers of the people you want on the
line.
