TRANSFERRING CALLS

Direct in-dial calls can be transferred to another extension by depressing
the button in the telephone receiver cradle ONE TIME. The JSC operator
will transfer the call. Direct out-dial or intercffice calls cannot be transfer-
red. In this instance, it will be necessary to hang up and re-dial the
desired extension or number.

CONFERENCE CALLS

Conference calls on incoming and outgoing calls will be estabiished by

the JSC operator.

a. Direct In-Dial Calls — Flash the operator and tell her the extension
numbers of other people you want on the line. .

b. Qutgoing or Interoffice Calls -— Dial the operator and tell her the ex-
tension andfor telephone numbers of the people you want on the
line.

LONG DISTANCE CALLS — For Official Use Only

POLICY REGARDING OFFICIAL LONG DISTANCE CALLS

It is essential that official calls be restricted to the conduct of official
business of such urgency that no other means of communication will
suffice. When telephone calls to other cities are necessary, every effort
must be made to utilize the FTS rather than commerciai cables. The FTS
system is available on an around the clock basis. For assistance after
hours dial the Washington, D.C. FTS operator.

1. FEDERAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM — In
order to receive full benefit of the FTS, it is essential that the foltowing in-
structions be-followed when making calls. To avoid unnecessary calls to
the FTS operator for information, each user should maintain a com-
prehensive list of frequently called numbers.

HOW TO USE — To reach a telephone in a distant city -

a. Check to see if the city you are calling is listed.

b. Dial the FTS access code, “87" from Clear Lake - "387" from
Ellington.

¢. Wait for second dial tone, then dial the 7-digit number as listed.

d. It will be necessary to reach the FTS operator in the distant city for
FTS information or assistance or to call non-Government aumbers.
FTS operator numbers are listed on the following pages for your con-
venience.

e. FTS CANNOT BE USED FROM NON-GOVERNMENT TELEPHONES
AND 1S NOT TO BE USED FOR LOCAL AREA CALLS. Local area is
defined as that area within a 40-mile radius of JSC.

COST — Charges for FTS usage are based on the number of calls

made, not the length of each cal. The cument cost per call is approx-

imately one dollar. In an effort o reduce the cost of FTS semice,
employees are requested to keep FTS calls at a minimum. Several sug-
gestions for reducing the number of calls are as follows.

a. Combine calls whenever possible. if more than one person in a work
area has a need 1o speak with a person at the called location, com-
bine both conversations in one call.

b. Plan your call before placing it to avoid additional calls on the same
subject. FTS charges are based on the number of calls made, not the
length of each call.

c. "Hold" briefly if the called parly is speaking on anaother extension
rather than requesting a return call or replacing the cali at a later
time.

d. if you need to speak with a second person at the cailed location, re-
quest the called party to transfer your call. Also request that your call
be transferred if the called party has been relocated to another exten-
sion.

e. Dial carefully. A completed incorect FTS call costs the same as a
correct one.

t. Terminate FTS calis as soon as your official business is concluded.
Even though lengthy calis do not directly increase FTS costs, they do
impact the FTS network busy condition which could, in time, resutt in
a higher cost per call.

To cali Government agencies serviced by the FTS, use the FTS Users
Guide dated 1977. If the party you are calling is not available and you
want to be called back, ieave your name and FTS teiephone number. Do
not give your access code.

2. CALLS TO OTHER CITIES — Calls not piaced cver the FTS
Network are to be placed with the JSC operator.

3. IN-COLLECT LONG DISTANCE CALLS — DIRECT
DIALED — In-collect long distance calls are to be discouraged and if ac-
cepted will require certification as to necessity in the performance of of-
ficial business. If you receive an in-collect direct dial long distance call,
ask the operator to wait one moment while you flash the JSC operator.
The JSC operator will record the call, then you can begin your conversa-
tion.

THE NASA FACSIMILE TELECONFERENCING NETWORK:

The NASA Facsimile Teleconferencing Network is a data network in-
tended to transmit documents or figures to be made into vugraphs at the
receiving installation or otherwise used to support NASA Voice Telecon-
ferencing. The facsimile transceivers are also used to transmit drawings,
reports, etc., in support of NASA programs.

Present equipment utilized in the network is a Model 100 Rapifax Fac-
simile Transceiver capable of transmitting an 8-1/2 x 11 inch document
in 2 minutes or less. Features include unattended operation and auto-
matic document feed.

Requirements for facsimile transmissions to or from the FTS or commer-
cial network can be completed through the Gateway Bridge; however,
stations not on the Facsimile System must be equipped with a remote
control unit to receive in a broadcast arrangement. The telephone num-
ber for the Gateway Operator from stations on the Facsimite System,

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@ The annual hurricane season is from June 1 through November 30 with the peak
period from July through September. JSC has prepared detailed plans in the
event that a hurricane threatens this immediate area. Each directorate and pro-
gram office has designated a representative to assist in the implementation of

storm protection procedures.

When it has been determined that a hurricane is threatening this area, JSC em-
ployees will be kept informed of appropriate plans and procedures through the
Center's closed circuit television system or by recorded telephone messages on
extension 6281. Notice of changes in work assignments and the possible closing
of various Center facilities will be disseminated by these media as well as through
normal administrative channels.

All employees, prior to their departure from the Center, should secure their work
areas to minimize wind and water damage. Classified information should be
placed in proper storage; other important materials should be protected as feasi-
ble; and electrical appliances and equipment should be unplugged and stored as
appropriate, '

JSC employees are encouraged to be aware of the possibility of hurricanes and
to make any necessary personal preparations well in advance of a possible storm.
